Nextel National Network Sprint Mobile Broadband Network (Rev. A)
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Sites, a.k.a. the train stations: local hubs where communication travel begins and ends
(everything before and after that is like a car ride to the station)

Media Processor, a.k.a. the train engineer: oversees the entire process and knows how to locate the destination

Switch, a.k.a. the railroad switch: routes the signal on the proper course

Voice Data, a.k.a. the train passengers: after a user speaks, the voice is broken into small pieces of data

Gateway, a.k.a. the tunnel: Allows the voice data to pass through Sprint's push-to-talk interoperability interface
